Development offers an educational program specifically
designed for youth ages 5 and 6 called Cloverbuds.
Children of this age have distinctive learning
characteristics and developmental needs that are different
from older youth who participate in 4-H. That is why the
4-H Cloverbuds program is designed with specific
educational objectives and policies focused to benefit 5-
and 6-year-old children.

4-H Cloverbuds may not participate in any competitive 4-
H events, but they may showcase their exhibits at county
fair and public events. 4-H Cloverbuds are allowed to
showcase a pet from the approved list in accordance with
4-H Cloverbuds pet policies. 4-H Cloverbuds may not
own and/or show 4-H livestock.

Most of our community clubs in Leavenworth County
have youth this age who are enrolled members of that
club. Some clubs have separate activities for Cloverbud
youth while others have them engage during their regular
monthly meetings. Leavenworth County 4-H also offers a

countywide Cloverbud meeting every quarter.

The next Countywide Cloverbud meeting will be hosted
by Happy Hollow and held on January 24th. Contact the
Extension Office for more information or to RSVP.

Keep a separate notebook or a calendar to note your
progress or do some journaling. Keep records on what you
do and learn as you work on your project(s), list sources,
ideas, materials, costs and take pictures. Include what
worked well, what did not and what you enjoyed the

most.
