Everyone has something they 

enjoy doing. If you par�cipate in those types of pro-

grams then you can display what you learned and the 

fun you had doing it in you record book.  

• Set Goals. All project records include a space for mem-

bers to set one or more goals. This could also include 

what they would like to learn this year.

Important Changes Coming  to Livestock Projects for 2020 County Fair 

 Beef, Bucket Calf, Dairy CaDle, Dairy Goat, Goat, Sheep & Swine will follow a NEW Family Iden�fica-

 �on process.   Each family will turn in ONE worksheet per species.  (Similar to the State Fair Nomina-

 �on Process) 

 

 All Beef, Goats, Sheep and Swine will need to be tagged by an Extension Agent or her designee during 

 a designated tagging day.  See below for the scheduled days.  These events will occur at the fair

 grounds. 

     Beef - Already occurred  (Mar 7th) 

     Goat/Sheep - April 30th 

     Swine  - May 2nd  (TAGGING ONLY, SWINE MUST BE EARNOTCHED       

     BEFOE ARRIVAL.) 

 Subs�tu�on will be allowed up un�l fair check-in as long as the animal is listed on your Family     

 Iden�fica�on Worksheet.  See County Fair Rules once published.  (Also similar to State Fair Check-in) 

 

 Four livestock will be allowed per exhibitor, per project on the fairgrounds.  There will no longer be a 

 restric�on on Market or Breeding per project.

Thank you to those who have already checked off YQCA training for 2020.  Please remember that YQCA is a 

requirement for any 4-Her who is planning to show livestock at Leavenworth County Fair at State Fair or KJLS.  

If you were unable to make the two training in Feb or March, you are s�ll able to take the training either 

online or through another face-to-face training.  Please check the YQCA website (yqca.org) for addi�onal 

trainings in the surrounding areas.
