Read General Rules. All decisions will be made by a county agent and their decision is
final. Be especially aware of copyright and trademark rules. Violation of any of the
following rules may result in disqualification. All decisions will be made by a county
agent and their decision is final.

This department is open to any properly enrolled 4-H member and/or 4-H club.

One of the intended purposes of this department is to encourage 4-Her involvement with
the design and construction of a banner.

Each club may enter only one banner in this department.

Individual 4-H members may also enter one banner.

Each 4-H promotional banner should illustrate a phase of 4-H work which is being
practiced by youth in 4-H, promote 4-H in general, promote the fair theme, or promote
the 4-H Club.

Banners are a two-dimensional display, depicting one idea. Banner dimensions are to
be no less than 12 and no more than 16 square feet, with no side less than 3 feet.
Banners must be hung on a rod and rope or hanging wire, strong enough to support the
banner. 3-D objects may not be attached to the front of the banner. Attach a label to the
back lower left-hand corner of the banner giving the club or member’s name, county and
year. Letters should be large enough to be viewed from at least 10 feet away.
Waterproof ink prevents smearing and is recommended for the label.

For club entries, each member participating must enter the class in fair entry to ensure
credit for the project.

Exhibits will be judged using the following guidelines: Educational Value,
Interest/Originality, Appearance and Quality of Display Material.
